} State law allows city to annex with 50% vote,
but without debt assumption

1 City passed annexation ordinance on
December 15, 2009

. Effective date of annexation is June 1, 2011
1 Some changes may begin before then
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Representation

} Our nlocal o government wil
Council rather than King County Council
B Contact the city rather than the county for most issues

1 We still get to vote in all county elections
B County council, executive, prosecuting attorney, sheriff,
assessor, director of elections, judges
1 Kirkland has a Council-Manager form of government
B Mayor is not separately elected

B City council selects mayor, who chairs the council, and
deputy mayor (vice chair of council)

B City manager is head of city staff
1 City council meets 1st and 3rd Tuesday nights at 7:30
BWork sessions at 6PM

B Easier to attend or watch than county council meetings,
which are held during the day in downtown Seattle
